Duxford Evacuee Day- 27" February 2008

The year 5/6 children are going to Duxford Air Museum. The basis of the day is to recreate
an evacuation of children in wartime Britain. We would like the children to wear appropriate
1940’s war time dress (see reverse) and bring a wartime lunch: this can include things like
jam, honey, ham, marmite or spam sandwiches, apples, tomatoes, plums, peas, brushed
carrots and rock cakes. Things which should NOT be included are chocolate, fizzy drinks,
crisps and bananas. In keeping with the day please try and pack your child’s lunch in an
appropriate container — please do not send in character lunchboxes or any glass containers.

The coach will be leaving at 9.00am prompt so please ensure your child is here on time for
registration. The children will be returning to school at 4pm.

During the day the children will be given the opportunity to try on reproduction gas masks
which are made of latex, if your child has an allergy to latex please could you indicate this on
the permission slip below.

The 1988 Education Act now require us to ask you to contribute voluntarily towards the cost
of this visit, rather than charging you directly for it. However, if we do not receive sufficient
contributions this visit will not be able to take place. The contribution requested for this visit,
will be £8.00.
